The seats shall be filled following the rules of admissions prescribed in
G.0.Ms.No.153,47,65 and G.0.Ms.No.24 and available under Category-B guidelines issued in
hereunder:

Eligibility Criteriafor Admissioninto CAT-Bseats
1) The Candidate should be an Indian National and Secured.
2) Secured Rank in TG PGECET - 2024.

3) Education Qualification :

For M.E./M.Tech/M.Arch/M.Plg Courses:
i)  The candidate should have passed the appropriate qualifying examination i.e.,
B.Tech/A.M.1.E./B.Arch/B.Planning/M.Sc/MCA or equivalent Examination.

ii) Candidate should secure the following percentage of marks in the Qualifying
Examination for admission :

50% - For OC Candidates.
45% - For the candidates belonging to reserved
categories.

For M.Pharmacy/ Pharm-D (PB) courses:

i) The candidate should have passed the appropriate qualifying examination i.e.,
B.Pharmacy or equivalent Examination.

ii) Candidate should secure the following percentage of marks in the Qualifying
Examination for admission :

55% - For OC Candidates.
50% - For the candidates belonging to reserved
categories

4) NRI seats shall be filled with candidates who have passed the qualifying examination
with not less than 50% for M.E./M.Tech/M.Arch/M.Plg and 55% for M.Pharmacy/
Pharm-D (PB) of marks in aggregate or cumulative grade point average (CGPA)
equivalent to 5 and 5.5 on a scale of 10 respectively.

The Chairman, Telangana Council of Higher Education is the Competent Authority for ratification
of the admissions made by the institutions under (a) Management quota in SW-I (b) Convener &
Management quota in SW-II (c) 15% Supernumerary quota seats approved by AICTE

The following instructions are to be followed with regard to the admissions:

1. The Managements shall scrupulously follow the Government Orders / instructionsissued by the
Competent Authority for admission of students under different categoriesmentioned above. The
Managements are held responsible for admissions made indeviation of the rules prescribed by
the Government and the decision of the competentauthority is final on suchissues.
